services, equipment, training or activities associated with the Program; and that Smith College makes no representation or
warranty as to the safety of the Program.

3. Despite precautions, accidents and injuries can occur. | understand the activities | may undertake may be potentially
dangerous and that | may be injured and/or lose or damage personal property or suffer financial loss as a result of use of the
facilities, equipment or Program participation.

5. Agree to indemnify and hold harmless Smith College of and from any and all claims, liabilities, demands, damages, debts,
costs, expenses, lawsuits, or judgments of any nature, including reasonable attorneys' fees, based upon or arising out of any
personal illness or injury or property damage or loss caused by, resulting from or arising out of the Student's enrollment or
participation in the Program above or her own acts or omissions during Student's participation in the Program;

6. Understand and agree that this Acknowledgement of Risk, Release, Indemnification and Hold Harmless Agreement shall
be construed and enforced in accordance with Massachusetts law, and the undersigned consent to the jurisdiction of
Massachusetts state and federal courts;

7. Affirm that this Acknowledgement of Risk, Release, Indemnification and Hold Harmless Agreement is binding upon the
undersigned, and the heirs, successors, assigns and personal representatives of each;

8. Authorize Smith College to act on Student's behalf in any medical emergency if and as may be applicable;
