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 INSTRUCTIONS FOR APPLYING FOR SMITH STUDENTS’ AID SOCIETY EMERGENCY TEXTBOOK ASSISTANCE
Smith expects all students to budget for buying books as part of their financial planning for college. Students whose book costs exceed their budgeted allowance may apply for aid from the Smith Students’ Aid Society.  Students are required to explain the reason for their request as part of the application.  Funds awarded are given in the form of bookstore credit, valid only for books at the Grécourt Bookshop in the Campus Center.   Funds are limited and reserved for emergency needs.  Students may receive SSAS textbook assistance only once within an academic year (either fall or spring) and should not expect to be funded every year.
· Submit the application form as an email attachment to: SSASBookVouchers@smith.edu.  Also attach your current course registration (available on BannerWeb) and a list of required books for your courses (available at www.GrecourtBookshop.com).  Note: save each of these three items as separate documents and attach them to your email.  You will be notified by email regarding the decision on your application.
· Incomplete applications will not be processed.  
· If your application for SSAS textbook assistance is denied, your application will be sent AUTOMATICALLY to the Dean of the College’s office where it will be reviewed for eligibility for Dean of the College, Rothchild Fund, or Ada Comstock Scholars textbook assistance.
· Upon such notification, you will need to wait a day to allow the bookshop time to set up your credit account before you attempt to use it.  CREDIT ACCOUNTS WILL BECOME INACTIVE AFTER THE CLOSE OF BUSINESS ON OCTOBER 8 for fall, or FEBRUARY 25 for spring (2 weeks after the last date to add a smith course in either semester).  After that time, any unspent funds will be FORFEITED.

· You will also receive an email from Susan Zachary in the Dean of the College’s office with details about how to access your credit account at the Grecourt Bookshop.  You may email her with any questions at szachary@smith.edu. 
· If you are awarded textbook assistance, you are required to write a note of thanks to the Smith Students Aid Society board of directors, c/o Anne White in the SSAS office at the Helen Hills Hills Chapel.
