Guidelines for Smith Students’ Aid Society (SSAS) Grants
The Students’ Aid Society is an independent organization of alumnae and friends of the college.  While SSAS makes every effort to approve as many requests as possible, our funding is limited and not all requests can be met.  Please consult specific category guidelines listed below to determine eligibility and application procedures.  Priority is given to those who have not previously received a grant in that category.  
 In filling out this application please note that for Summer and Trips/Interterm study you MUST: 
· Include a complete budget.  
· The budget must include your own contribution towards the activity for which you are requesting aid.
· Include a complete description of program/trip/activity, etc.
· Be aware that funds cannot be awarded as a supplement to Praxis funding or for athletic trips.
· Be aware that grants seldom rise above $500.  
Summer

· Available to all Smith undergraduate students both for credit and not for credit while funds last.  
· Students with credit shortages get preference in funding for summer school (for credit) unless that shortage is the result of an acceleration plan.  
· Deadline for the applications is April 15th.  Decisions will be announced within two weeks of that date.  Late applications are considered as long as funding is available.  The signature of your advisor is required on the application if it is for credit.  Submit  applications to the Class Deans’ Office College Hall 101.

Trips and Interterm/break 

· Available to all Smith undergraduate students both for credit and not for credit while funds last.  
· Eligible expenses can include unreimbursed fees/costs associated with trips/programs not covered by financial aid.  
· The advisor’s signature is required on the application if it is for credit.  
· Deadlines for these grants are November 15t,.h and February 15th.  Decisions will be announced within two weeks of that date.  No late applications can be considered.  Submit  applications to the Class Deans’ Office College Hall 101.
Fine Arts Supplies

· Available to all undergraduates at Smith enrolled in a qualifying Studio Arts Course.  

· No subsidies are available for level 100 classes.  

· The deadline for these grants is the last day for web registration in a Studio Arts Class.  No late requests can be considered.  The instructor’s signature is required on the application.  Submit  applications to the Art Department office.

Emergency/Medical Expenses

· These grants are available to undergraduate students in financial need. 
· The SSAS does not cover routine dental and eye care expenses. There is a limit of $300 toward eye care, emergency glasses replacement or unreimbursed costs for medical and dental expenses, travel, emergency housing/food provided on campus over breaks, emergency childcare or winter clothes.  
· Bills for these expenses must accompany the application unless special permission is given by SSAS.  Submit applications to SSAS envelope at the chapel.

Beyond Smith
Smith seniors in financial need are eligible for one time grants of up to $200 to assist with unreimbursed costs and fees for interview travel and clothing, graduate and professional school applications, required entrance exams, Alumnae Consortium Program, and Fine Arts portfolios as long as funds last.  
· A brief explanation for financial need must be included with application.  
· A budget is required and receipts must be submitted.  Grants are awarded on a rolling basis.  Submit applications to SSAS envelope at the chapel.

A note to international students, 14-30% of grant total is withheld for tax purposes.  Awards cannot be adjusted to cover this.  You need to pay the difference.  Make sure you file a tax return for possible refund.
