
SPELMAN COLLEGES EXCHANGEPRIVATE 

For students who might be interested in studying for a semester or year at Spelman College.

Applicants must have a minimum overall 3.0 cumulative average, must have declared a major at the time of application, and may have no shortage of credits on her record at the time of participation.  The Exchange is a one-for-one exchange and intended for the junior year, but sophomores and seniors may also apply.

Students participating on the Exchange will continue to be eligible for financial aid from Smith College.  The amount of aid, if awarded, is adjusted to allow for differences in costs at the host college.

Students interested in applying to Spelman must submit applications no later than MARCH 1 for either the fall or spring semester.  Applications must have the approval of the major adviser and are available in the Class Deans Office, College Hall Room 101.  

Students are expected to carry the normal full course program of the host college and to inform Smith College of any changes made in their previously approved academic programs.  An overload at the host institution does not permit a student to carry a minimum course load in a subsequent semester at Smith.

Students are reminded that grades from Exchange colleges are recorded on the Smith record but do not count in the determination of Latin Honors Awards or Deans List designations.

A student wishing to participate in the exchange, should bear in mind the present Smith College residence requirement which states:  "Candidates for the degree must have spent at least two years, one of which must be either the junior or senior year, in residence at Smith College."

Applications will be approved in mid-March and mid-November and students will receive letters of acceptance directly from the host institution.

After acceptance the student must apply for an official leave of absence by MAY 1 for fall semester and DECEMBER 1 spring semester.

After confirmation of acceptance, all arrangements are handled by the host institution directly with the student.
