ACCELERATED COURSE PROGRAMS
You should consult with your Class Dean and your adviser before completing an acceleration form.

Smith College Catalogue:

“The normal course program for traditional-aged undergraduates consists of 16 credits taken in each of eight semesters at Smith.  Only with the approval of the Administrative Board may a student complete 
her degree requirements in fewer than eight semesters.” (Catalogue)

“Students having a cumulative average of 3.0 (B) may request permission from the Administrative Board to complete the requirements for the degree in six or seven semesters.  Petitions should be filed with the class Dean at least two semesters before the expected date of graduation.  Four semesters (normally 64 credits), including two of these in the junior or senior year, must be completed in residence at Smith College in Northampton.  Up to 12 summer-school credits may be counted toward the degree.  A maximum of 32 credits may be accumulated toward the degree through a combination of advance placement, interterm credit, prematriculation and summer-school credit.”  (Catalogue)

Procedure for Applicants:

The request for permission to complete the degree requirements in an accelerated course program is addressed to the Administrative Board and filed with the Class Dean prior to the deadline (two full semesters in advance of the accelerated date of graduation).

Financial Aid:

Students who apply for acceleration should be aware that such a request is their own choice.  This means that any summer course work proposed, as part of the acceleration is not considered “required.”  Financial aid packages will therefore not be adjusted to account for summer course work as part of acceleration.  Other financial resources may not be available.
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
