FCP B Animate the Volume of a Clip, created by ETS Staff Revised Spring 2006

1. When you want to animate the volume of an audio clip so the level rises and falls at
certain points, use the Pen tool. If the Tool Palette is not already open, click on the
Window menu and select Tool Palette. Click on the Pen tool in the Palette.
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2. In the Timeline, click on the Clip Overlay lines. To create a one second fade in for
your audio clip, do the following. Position your playhead at the beginning of the clip.
Use your pen tool and click on the pink line to create a keyframe. Jump one second
ahead in the clip by holding down the Shift key and clicking the right arrow key once.
Create another keyframe by using the pen tool and click on the pink line.

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3. Position your pen tool over the first keyframe, until it turns into a crosshair. Drag the
keyframe to the bottom of the clip. Hit the spacebar to preview your program.
