General Meeting:

Approval of August and September minutes as amended.

Approval of recommendation to transfer $3500 from Staff Council budget to Activities Committee account.

Sandy will send out sign up request for volunteers at Human Resources Benefits Fair on November 3rd, 11-4. She is looking for one or two people per hour.

There was a lengthy discussion of the Activities Committee proposal to hold a joint faculty council-staff council holiday party on Saturday, December 12.  Venue would be either Scott Gym or the ITT.  In order to fund the party, staff may be asked to pay for tickets - $10 is the suggested price.  Faculty would be asked to pay slightly  more $15-20 as faculty council does not have any operational funds to help defray the cost of the event.  The intent is to also ask  senior staff to make a contribution toward the event.  Holiday Hoopla would either not be held this year or would be incorporated into the event.  Questions remain as to whether staff would be willing to buy a ticket to attend.
