Upcoming Events 
· John Brady gave the committee an update of the conversations that happened at the senior staff meeting this summer regarding the proposed faculty/staff barbeque lunch (to help make connections between faculty and staff and boost morale for all as well). Senior staff proposed a different type of an event instead of a barbeque, possibly a coffee event in the Campus Center and they offered to pay for it. John said, at the time of this meeting, that faculty council had not yet met and he would like to discuss both ideas with them. The next faculty council meeting is set for September 2. Faculty council also proposed a date of September 29. The members of the activities committee felt the date is too close to Staff Mountain Day event which is already scheduled for October 13. The activities committee plan to offer cider and donuts to staff on this assigned day.
The activities committee proposed back to John to offer to the faculty council we go back to having a holiday event, when that the activities committee would subsidize (monies that we usually use for holiday hoopla), that faculty would also help subsidize and then we would also ask senior staff to subsidize. If we worked cooperatively, each incorporating funds, and having a cash liquor bar, we felt we could make this a fun event, on a Saturday evening that everyone could enjoy. The activities committee would hold holiday hoopla during this event to give it more of a holiday feel. 
John stated he would bring all proposals to the faculty council and get their feedback. It was also discussed if the holiday event were to be held, would we go back to having it at the ITT or Scott Gym. Most felt the ITT would offer more space.   Everyone agreed if the holiday event was able to be held, the idea of  cooperatively funding it would let staff and faculty know we are all working together to help improve morale in a conscious way that recognizes the current economic state of the college.
· July Movie

· Staff Mountain Day Event
