The following are examples of what the liaison list will be distributing for email:

Parking decal renewal and policy changes regarding decals (now pickup decals, not sent via mail)

Opt-out notices/reminders 

Flu shot reminders

HR policy changes or amendments 

Anything to do with finances, i.e.  TIA Creff, retirement changes or concerns

Mountain Day - ice cream for all staff (this is an example of an unknown timely event)

Staff Council Bus Trip needed to fill up a second bus by the next day or they would lose it

Blood Mobile held at Facilities Management

Anything about the economy and how it's affecting the college. Communication is important at times like these. 

Notification of upcoming forums:  parking, financial, pertaining to terms of employment such as health or finances

Lastly, if Staff Council is approved to have a liaison list, then who will vote on the email that is to be sent out to the list? Will it be the Steering Committee?  If so, then how many need to approve before an email is sent out?
