We discussed how best to make changes to the charter to make sure that Staff Council has more equal representation on all standing committees.  We understand  of the time commitment for members is becoming a problem for some staff.  As part of our nomination process, we need to make sure that Smith staff are aware of the need to attend meetings regularly as well as make their supervisor  aware of the importance of Staff Council.
We also discuss that if a committee does not have a need to meet,  it should not mandated that standing committees have to meet  monthly.
Our suggestion was that if Activity and Diversity merge to one committee, then we would have 4 committees and could have each officer attend and be chair of each committee.

For example: the Chair would be chair of PPC, the Vice Chair would be chair of Nominations, the Secretary would be chair of the Communications  and the Treasurer would be chair of Activities.

There would be 20 members and they would be asked to evenly distribute themselves on the 4 committees. By having an officer on each committee, we feel that each committee will be more in tune with what is going on with staff.
