The Committee met in the Libraries’ Conference Room at 1:30 p.m.: 
1) How will we be notified of layoffs? The committee members shared knowledge of layoff they had personal knowledge of.  Apparently this was the week for notifications of layoffs.  Will this be it for the time being?  We all agreed that this was a question for Larry at our next (June?) meeting with him.
2) Timing of the “unfreezing” of frozen positions:  Will those recently laid off essentially absorb all the unfrozen positions?  What about those we expect will not be laid off till 2010?  Will they have access to jobs that (perhaps) will be frozen in 2009/2010? Another question for Larry Hunt.
3) What will severance packages look like? Had partial description from committee member.  Official word from HR necessary.
4) Other issues:  Inform HR that the message on stress reduction was viewed by many staff as patronizing. Stress to HR that laid off employees be considered for jobs even though they may lack certain easily attainable skill sets.
