The Committee met in the Human Resources Conference Room at 2 p.m.: 
1) Discussion of H1N1.  HR update next week will encourage staff to stay home if sick with the flu.  Those with sick family members will use their own discretion.
2) Emeriti plan: Vested individuals and those who put in their own money will get their money. College Emeriti funds returned by the end of this year will be used to partially offset health insurance costs.
3) Health Insurance Rates: Up 5.47% this next plan year.
4) Faculty Flex Grant:  Grant will ultimately benefit all staff. Larry is willing to work to get grants for staff.  He noted the grant they had received for training that was submitted by the Local 211 and 263 Union in conjunction with HR.  The grant was especially focused on skill development, especially in the technology area, for 263, 211 workers.
5) Transfers /promotions on campus:  Larry thought these would be posted online already but apparently due to the pressure of other business fell through the cracks.  This should be up and going in the near future. Only transfers out of the departments will be noted (not intra department transfers.)

6) Other:  Larry encouraged staff to sign up for Intentional Dialogue Seminar.   We also discussed the initiation of efforts to look at re-designing work to meet the needs of older workers e.g. trading off work that is more physically demanding among the workgroup population etc.
7) Noted:  With faculty cuts more staff taking on instructional roles.   These, and other added duties taken on by staff will be evaluated on a case by case basis to determine if there should be an impact on grading/compensation.
